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The inaugural ESG Qatar Conference was held for the first time in 2024 in collaboration with the UK’s Royal Society for the Prevention of
Accidents (RoSPA) and was chaired by Sheikha Amal Al Thani. The opening session was held under the patronage of H.E. Sheikh Dr. Faleh
bin Naser bin Ahmed bin Ali Al Thani, the former Minister of Environment.

The conference, which was sponsored by prominent Qatari companies and institutions, featured a large number of speakers from within
and outside Qatar.

This conference comes at a time when the Qatar Financial Markets Authority has required all listed companies to disclose information and
practices related to ESG.
